1.  Overview
These land-based undergraduate degrees are delivered by SRUC (Scotland's Rural College) across its Aberdeen and Edinburgh campuses. All are practical, hands-on programmes built around field trips, lab and facility work, placements and site visits, and so are taught on campus, full-time — they are not available as online / distance learning. Each Honours degree runs over four years, with an exit option to a three-year non-Honours BSc.

Note on Distance Learning: SRUC's online / distance options sit mainly at postgraduate level (PGCert / PGDip / MSc). The undergraduate degrees above require on-campus study.
3.  Entry Requirements
Academic
1. 10+2 with a minimum of 65%, or a recognised Diploma with a minimum of 65%.
1. Some programmes (e.g. Horticulture, Animal Welfare, Wildlife & Conservation) expect a science subject. Diploma holders may be considered for advanced entry depending on credits.

6.  Key Notes for Applicants
1. All degrees offer a 3-year BSc exit and a 4-year BSc (Hons) — students may step off after Year 3.
1. A £2,000 deposit is payable before an unconditional offer is issued; £500 is non-refundable if the student does not start.
1. Edinburgh applications can close early for some programmes — apply in good time and check the live status.
1. Fees and scholarship terms for each new intake are periodically reviewed — always confirm the current figures in the offer letter.
